Cooperative Learning Activity 2
A Chinese Mural

Background

With more than 1.2 billion people, China has the largest population in the
world. One of every five people in the world lives in China. About three of every
four Chinese workers are farmers who live in the countryside. Because the pop-
ulation of the country is so large, China also has 7 of the 75 largest cities in the
world. You can understand more about how China’s large population affects the
people who live there by making a “mural banner.”
