2. Use Chapter 27 and library resources or the Internet to discover as many
facts as you can about Australia and New Zealand. Take notes on what you

find.

3. Useyour notes to write Jeopardy-style clues and answers for the game show.
In Jeopardy, the clue is a statement, and players must come up with the ques-
tion. For example, Clue: This giant rock outcrop in the Australian outback
glows red in the sunrise and sunset. Answer: What is Ayers Rock? Use this
style for your clues and answers.

4. Create your clues and answers within the following categories. The exam-
ple above would fit into the “landforms” category.

landforms culture
cities and regions

Organizing the Group

1. Decision Making Together with your group, decide who will create clues
and answers for each category in the box.

2. Individual Work Do research to find out as much as you can about your
assigned category for Australia and New Zealand. Write at least five
Jeopardy-style clues and answers for your assigned category. Write your clue
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on one side of a 3” X 5” card. Write the answer on the other side. Remem-
ber to write your clue as a statement and your answer in question form.
Write the category at the top of the card above the clue.

3. Group Work/Sharing When all group members finish writing the clues
and answers, use your cards to play Geography Jeopardy together. Group
members take turns selecting a category other than their own. The person
responsible for that category picks a card and presents the clue for the con-
testant to answer. Score one point for each correct response. After the game,
work together to decorate a small box to hold your cards. Also, color-code
the tops of the cards, using a different color for each category. Group cat-
egories of cards together in the box.

4. Extended Group Sharing Exchange boxes of game cards with another
group. Play the Jeopardy-style game again using the other group’s cards.
